 Add brown material if the pile is too wet 

 Chip or grind larger material 

 

 
Frequently Asked Questions: 

I have aphids. How do I get rid of them? 

 Since becoming a Master Gardener I am trying different 

methods and this is also true for aphids. 

 Almost every plant has one or more aphid species that 

occasionally feeds on it, but low to moderate numbers of 

aphids are usually not damaging in gardens. 

 Aphids like lush new growth. 

 Ants protect aphids from natural enemies. 

To reduce aphids: 

 Prune out infested leaves and stems 

 Knock populations off by shaking or spraying with a strong 

stream of water. 

 Wait for hot weather; most aphids are heat-tolerant. 

 Protect natural enemies. 

If insecticides seem necessary, start with the safest. 

 Insecticidal oils and soaps, soap-pyrethrum mixtures and 

neem oil. 

 Systemic insecticides can be used on non-food plants.
