The gross return for agricultural crops was (57,509,950
in 1950 and {55,161,500 in 1949, representing an increase
in crop returns for 1950 of 42,348,450, The return of
truck crops was ;69,690 less than in 1949, apiary returns
£103,),30 less and livestock 53,718,595 less, The return
for orchard crops was ;1,581,830 more in 1950 than in 1949,
Other returns increased on field crops {886,060, and 53,680
on nursery stock in 1950 over the previous year. The lowered
total return is largely accounted for by 900,000 dozen less
production of eggs with 3,672,000 lower returns than in
1949, and an {:843,750 drop in returns for butterfat and
dairy cattle over 2 years of age,

Two crops showing the largest gain in returns were
grapefruit and Thompson seedless grapes. It is also inter-
esting to note than with less than half the acreage planted

po cotton in 1950 compared to 1949 the returns were prac-
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tically the same for each year. Another interesting develop-
ment has been the gradual increase in acreajse devoted to
permanent pasture with more than 9,000 acres now handled

in this manner, |

Lxcluding livestock, this report deals with more
than 100 commercial orops produced in Riverside County,
In reporting production and evaluating returns commonly
accepted commercial units have been used,

All crop returns are on an F, 0. I, basis and repre-
sent money received in the county. In order to determine
net returns to farmers it is hecessary to deduct the cost
of production, picking, hauling and packing, These costs
continue to increase with a result that net farm income
has in many instances decreased,
