I am pleased to submit the 2000 Agricultural Production Report for the acreage, yield and gross
valuation of agricultural crops and livestock in Riverside County.

This year’s Agricultural Production Report represents a total gross valuation of $1,048,561,600, which
is a decrease of $148,800,500 from the 1999 gross value. The gross value for agricultural crops was
$681,568,800, a decrease of $75,562,400 from the previous year. The value of livestock and poultry
production was $366,882,800, a decrease of $73,238,100 from the 1999 value.

It must be emphasized that this report reflects a gross return and in no way represents a measure of
profit or loss to the producer. Leading agricultural economists agree that every dollar received by
farmers in Riverside County in 2000, has the financial impact of three times that amount. Therefore,
$1,048,561,600 becomes over $3,145,684,000 revenue generated into the local economy.

I wish to express my sincere appreciation to the producers, processors and agencies who have provided
the information necessary for the compilation of this report. I would also like to express my gratitude
to all the members off my staff, particularly Dustin Wiley, for his dedicated contribution toward the
preparation of this report.
