This year's Agricultural Production Repon represents 4 toial gross valuation ot $1,063,478,300, which 1s a
decrease of 561,430,100 from the 2001 gross value. The gross value for agricultural crops was $767,549,400,
an increase of $10,224 500 from the previous year. The value of livestock and poultry production was
$205,928,700, a decrease of $71.654 800 from the 2001 value.

[t must be emphasized that this report reflects a gross return and in no way represents a measure of profit or
loss to the producer. Leading agnicultural econoinists agree that every dollar received by tarmers in Riverside
County in 2002, has the financial impact of three times that amount. Therefore, $1,003,478,300 becomes
over $3,190,434,000 revenue generated into the local economy.
