e Tea-0il Camellia (Camellia oleifera), height 10-20 ft., width 6-12 ft.

e Western Redbud (Cercis occidentalis), height 10-20 ft., width 10-20 ft.

e Hally Jolivette Cherry (Prunus x Hally Jolivette), height 12-15 ft., width 10-15 ft.
e Cherry Plum (Prunus cerasifera), height 15-25 ft., width 15-20 ft.

e Weeping Bottlebrush (Callistemon viminalis), height 15-20 ft., width 15-20 ft.

e Lemon Bottlebrush (Callistermon citrinus), height 20-25 ft., width 10-15 ft.

e Okame Cherry (Prunus x incamp ‘Okame’), height 15-25 ft., width 15-20 ft.

e Bright N Tight Cherry Laurel (Prunus caroliniana), height 25-35 ft., width 15-25 ft.

e Dynasty Chinese EIm (Ulmus parvifolia ‘Dynasty’), height 40-50 ft., width 35-50 ft.

Trees rated Fire Resistance Conflicting and Root Damage Potential Low.
o Hop Bush (Dodonaea viscosa , height 10-15 ft., width 10-15 ft.

o Chinese Pistache (Pistacia chinensis), height 25-35 ft., width 25-35 ft.

Recommendations for Residential trees, for Sutter Creek & Jackson, Sunset climate zone 7, USDA plant hardiness zone
9a, elevation 1000 ft. to 2500 ft., include the trees listed for Street, Driveway and Buffer Strip locations as well as:

= Red Laceleaf Japanese Maple (Acer palmatum ‘Ornatum’), height 10-20 ft., width 10-15 ft.
= Dr. Hurd Manzanita (Arctostaphlos manzanita ‘Dr. Hurd’), height 15-20 ft., width 15-20 ft.
= Japanese Maple (Acer palmatum), height 15-25 ft, width 15-25 ft.

= Strawberry Madrone (Arbutus unedo) height 20-35 ft., width 20-35 ft.

= Albee Chinese EIm (Ulmus parvifolia ‘Albee’), height 60-70 ft., width 35-55 ft.
