Participants may give a traditional demonstration or 

illustrated talk where they show “how-to-do” something using visual aids or posters or a prepared speech or an 

interpretive reading or an impromptu speech etc. The ways to participate are explained in the CA 4-H Presentation 

Day Manual. Take time to read about the various ways to participate in Presentation Day, and then research your 

topic. Find an interpretive reading you enjoy or a favorite recipe you can use to develop into a  

presentation. Prepare your script, make your posters, or gather your props, if your category  

requires such items. Spend time practicing your presentation. The old adage that “practice makes  

perfect” is especially true for presentations.  Project meetings are a great place to start presenting!
