o Major and study in an agricultural field

o Be an active member of FFA or 4H within the San Joaquin and Central Regions

o Not have received financial assistance from the Fresno Grizzlies within the last 24 months

o Submit one (1) letter of recommendation from an agriculture leader and one (1)
recommendation letter from a teacher or other school official (letters may not be from family
members).
