Applications will be accepted beginning January 15, 2025 through March 1, 2025 (the “Application Period”).
During the Application Period, eligible Applicants are invited to visit www.fkccw.com and complete an online
application or click here to open application.

Requirements for applicants:

¢ High school applicants must reside in Fresno or Kings counties.

* College applicants must be enrolled in colleges located within Fresno or Kings counties.

¢ Applicants must be currently enrolled as a high school senior or college freshman, sophomore or junior.

¢ Applicants must have a background in agriculture and show the potential to contribute to a profession in
agriculture.

¢ Applicants must have a grade point average of 3.0 or better.

The funds awarded to the selected recipients are to be used for one or more of the following:
e Tuition

The
recommender must not be a family member of the applicant.
